Union/Non-Union Trends

The percentage of all workers in the construction industry who are union members was 16.2 percent in 2008. Among craft workers the percentage of industry union employment was 20.0 percent. These figures are the most recently available data from the Bureau of Labor Statistics.

While it is difficult to evaluate small annual changes in the rate of unionization, all indicators for 2008 were positive. The steady decline experienced through the early years of the present decade was reversed. Unionization rate in 2008 returned to its level of a decade ago. Both the rate of unionization and number of union workers were substantially higher in the 1970’s and earlier.

As always, the national average hides significant variations in the percentage of union employment by region. Even in the most unionized region, east north central, under 40 percent of construction workers were union. Fewer than 10 percent of all construction craft workers are union members in the two regions in the South. All of these characteristics have not changed in the past two years.

Notable trends that are evident in the past two years are:

o Rate of unionization increased in all regions.

o Number of union workers increased in all regions.

o Total construction employment declined in all regions, but one.

Performance in the northwest was strongest where percentage of union employment, number of union employees and total construction worker employment all increased. Although gains were made in the two regions in the South, they were minimal. While regional figures are subject to fluctuations due to small sample sizes and variations in types of construction, the widespread nature of the gains appears noteworthy.

Percent gains in the construction worker unionization rate seem to validate the earlier hypothesis that an abnormally strong residential market primarily accounted for declines in unionization rates. It remains to be seen whether the current increases can be sustained or are an exception to longer-term trends.

The number of workers in the construction industry who are union members is collected by the Bureau of Labor Statistics. National data are published by BLS. Regional data have been compiled from special listings provided by BLS to CLRC. While the data series present a consistent means of measuring trends in unionization in the construction industry, they do not measure the amount of construction performed union or non-union.
